Introduction:

The first two verses of the book of Acts contain a brief
narrative connecting Acts back to the Gospel of Luke.
Luke, who accompanied Paul during much of his
missionary work, and is the human penman of both
books.

In this first verse we read of all the Jesus began both to
do and teach. The book of Luke shows us the
beginning of Jesus’ works and doctrine. The book of
Acts traces the continued ministry of Jesus through the
works of the apostles and the early church.

After the Lord was taken up to Heaven, he began
directing His church through the ministry of the Holy
Spirit, just as He promised.
