2.  To distribute 
 
(1 Timothy 6:18)  "That they do good, that they be rich 
in good works, ready to distribute, willing to 
communicate;" 
 

3.  To communicate 
 
(1 Timothy 6:18)  "That they do good, that they be rich 
in good works, ready to distribute, willing to 
communicate;" 
 

B.  Suffering 
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(Acts 21:13)  "Then Paul answered, What mean ye to 
weep and to break mine heart? for I am ready not to 
be bound only, but also to die at Jerusalem for the 
name of the Lord Jesus."
