10  For we are his workmanship, created in Christ Jesus 
unto good works, which God hath before ordained that 
we should walk in them.

Turn to 1 Corinthians 15:58 
 
1 Corinthians 15:58  
58  Therefore, my beloved brethren, be ye stedfast, 
unmoveable, always abounding in the work of the Lord, 
forasmuch as ye know that your labour is not in vain in 
the Lord.

And 
his mother's name was Jedidah, the daughter of Adaiah 
of Boscath. 2  And he did that which was right in the 
sight of the LORD, and walked in all the way of David 
his father, and turned not aside to the right hand or to 
the left.

 Indecision (A cousin to double mindedness) 
 
1 Kings 18:21  
21  And Elijah came unto all the people, and said, How 
long halt ye between two opinions? if the LORD be God, 
follow him: but if Baal, then follow him. And the people 
answered him not a word.  
 
Joshua 24:15  
15  And if it seem evil unto you to serve the LORD, 
choose you this day whom ye will serve; whether the 
gods which your fathers served that were on the other 
side of the flood, or the gods of the Amorites, in whose
