To enjoy the presence of the LordOnemust trust in
the Lord.

With this dependence comes a:
B.APeople ofConfidence

As we depend on theord wecan have confidence in
the Lord.

lllustration:

Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego answered King
Nebuchadnezzawrhen facing thdiery furnace

Daniel 3:1618

16 Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego, answered and
said to the king, O Nebuatinezzar, were not careful

to answer thee in this mattet! If it beso, our God
whom we serve is able to deliver us from the burning
fiery furnace, and he will delivesout of thine hand, O
king.!® But if not, be it known unto thee, O king, that



we will not serve thy gods, nor worship the golden
image which thou hast set up.

We see in this verse thahosethat trust in the Lord
are:

A. Unshakeable Caanot Be Moved
These individuals
A Can't be swayed by the culture
A Carit be thrown off course by the liberal

A Carit be damaged by the worldly



Not only are thesendividualUnshakeable but also
they are:

B. Unchangable— AbidesForever
Trusting in the Lord brings a stability.

We note not only thé?eople of God Promisesnd the
Permanence of Gdsl Promises buthirdly:

3. THEPROTECTION OFGOD®& PROMISES
(vs 2-3)

Psalm 125:23

2 As the mountainare round about Jerusalem, so the
LORDsround about his people from henceforth even
for ever.® For the rod of the wicked shall not rest upon
the lot of the righteous; lest theghteous put forth

their hands unto iniquity.

Note:

Like the mountains that surround the Lord is round
about his people forever.

Understand that nothing catches God by surprise.

No test or temptation that comes your way is beyond
the course of what others have had to face.
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We also see here that we are not to put forth our
hands orthe wicked

We should let God deal with them.

So often we want to right the wrong of the wicked, but
we should leave that to God.

Letme shareanother thought from this passage:

4. THE PROVISION OFGOD®& PROMISE] VS
4)

Psalm 125:4
4 Do good, @ ORDuntothose that begood, ando
them that areupright in their hearts.

We looked a couple of weeks ago at the Low of the

® But thisl say He which soweth sparingly shall reap
also sparingly; and he which soweth bountifully shall
reap also bountifully.

Psalm 125:5

® As for such as turn aside unto their crooked ways, the
LORDBhall lead them forth wh the workers of iniquity:
but peaceshall beupon Israel.

Understand:

Proverbs 14:12
12 There is a way which seemeth right unto a man, but
the end thereofire the ways of death.

Lord.

May we trust Him as we should.
