We read in this passage 12 times that we are to Praise
Him — the Lord.

3. THE ADVANTAGE (VS. 14)

Psalm 148:14

14 He also exalteth the horn of his people, the praise of
all his saints; even of the children of Israel, a people

near unto him. Praise ye the LORD.

There was a time when these words didn’t apply to us.
We were not a people near unto God.

Our sins had separated us from God.
Illustration:

The prodigal had no idea he had gone into such a far
country until he tried to come back to his father.

But while he was yet a great way off the father saw
him, ran, fell upon his neck, and kissed him.

And now we who once were far off are 'made nigh by
the blood of Christ.

Ephesians 2:13
13 But now in Christ Jesus ye who sometimes were far

off are made nigh by the blood of Christ.

Once we are made nigh by the blood of Christ we
remain nigh by a continual drawing nigh unto God.
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James 4:8

& Draw nigh to God, and he will draw nigh to you.
Cleanse your hands, ye sinners; and purify your hearts,
ye double minded.
